BACKGROUND

The
program aims to build students’ early literacy skills through a culturally responsive, evidence-informed
curriculum designed to meet the unique needs of children in foster care by integrating literacy
learning, social and emotional skill development, and a trauma-informed approach.

RISE offers an innovative solution, turning the typical
model on its head. With tutoring and other educational supports specifically designed around the
unique challenges faced by foster care-involved children, RISE is a home-based service that follows
children as they move and incorporates supports for any caregivers involved in a child’s life (e.g.
