Dear UCB students,

| hope this finds you and your families safe and healthy. As some of you may know,

the Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Security (CARES) Act passed by Congress included a
Higher Education Emergency Relief Fund to provide emergency support for colleges and
college students. As part of our CARES Act funding, UCB received $304,353 to distribute as
emergency financial aid grants to eligible students. Thank you for your patience as we
determined the most secure and fair way to distribute these funds. We wish we were able to
distribute these grants to all students, but we must adhere to federal guidelines regarding
eligibility criteria.

Who is eligible?

Due to federal restrictions, students are only eligible for this grant funding if they are Title IV
(federal student financial aid)-eligible and if they were enrolled in a course that extended past
the March 13, 2020 declaration of a national emergency. The grants are intended to help
students with “expenses related to the disruption of campus operations due to coronavirus”.

In order to be deemed Title IV (federal student financial aid) eligible, all of the following
need to be true for you:

e You have at least a high school diploma or a recognized equivalent (e.g., GED or HIiSET
certificate)

e You are a U.S. citizen or eligible non-citizen

e You have a valid Social Security number (with the exception of students from the
Republic of the Marshall Islands, Federated States of Micronesia, or the Republic of
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Palau) or Alien Registration Number

e You are registered with the Selective Service (if male)

e You are not in default on a federal student loan and do not owe money on a federal
student grant

e You are making satisfactory academic progress

In order to be deemed eligible by enroliment, at least one of the following needs to be true
for you:

e You were enrolled in at least one spring course that met after March 13, 2020 (Note: if
you were only enrolled in a Mini Session | course or a contract/partner site course that
ended on or before March 13, you are ineligible for the spring disbursement)

e You were enrolled in at least one summer course

| am eligible — how do | request funding?
Students we have confirmed are eligible will receive a separate email next Thursday,

September 10 with a link to a secure DocuSign form that they will need to complete before
funds can be released. Eligible students will receive $315 if they were enrolled in one
semester (Spring 2020 or Summer 2020) or $630 if they were enrolled in both semesters.

If you do not receive the email on September 10, but believe you are eligible after reviewing

Espero que al recibo de la presente, ustedes y sus familias se encuentren bien de salud y
seguros. Como algunos de ustedes sabran, la Ley para la Ayuda de Alivio para el Coronavirus y
el Seguro Econdmico, por sus siglas en inglés (CARES) aprobado por el Congreso incluyd un
fondo de emergencia para la ayuda de Educacidn Superior para dar apoyo de emergencia a los
estudiantes de colegios y universidades. Como parte de nuestro Fondo CARES, Urban College
recibié $304,353 ddlares para distribuirse como ayuda de emergencia financiera y subsidios
para apoyar a estudiantes que sean elegibles. Muchas gracias por su paciencia, mientras que
determinamos la manera mas segura y justa para distribuir estos fondos. Deseariamos poder
distribuir estos fondos a todos los estudiantes, pero debemos de adherirnos a las reglas
federales segln sea el criterio de elegibilidad.

Quién es elegible?

Debido a restricciones federales, los estudiantes son elegibles para este fondo si son elegibles
bajo el Titulo IV (ayuda financiera federal estudiantil.) Y si han estado inscritos en un curso que
fué extendido el 13 de marzo 2020, fecha cuando se declard la emergencia nacional. Los
fondos intentan ayudar a los estudiantes con “gastos relacionados con la interrupcion de las
operaciones del campus debido al coronavirus.”

Para ser considerado elegible para el Titulo IV (ayuda financiera federal para estudiantes) se
debe cumplir con todos los requisitos siguientes:

e Tener por lo menos un diploma de Escuela Secundaria o un diploma equivalente (por
ejemplo: GED or HISET)

e Debe ser ciudadano estadounidense o un status elegible

e Tener un numero de seguro social (con la excepcién de estudiantes de las Islas de la
Republica de Marschall, Estados Federados de Micronesia, o la Republica de Palau) o un
Numero de extranjeria.

e Ser registrado con el Servicio Selectivo (Si se es hombre)

e Que usted no estad en incumplimiento de pago de un préstamo federal para estudiantes
y no debe dinero en una beca federal para estudiantes.

e Tiene un progreso académico satisfactorio

Para ser considerado elegible por inscripcion, debe de cumplir con al menos uno de los
siguientes requisitos:

e Haber estado inscrito en al menos un curso de primavera que haya empezado después
del 13 de marzo de 2020 (Nota: si solo estaba inscrito en un curso de Mini- Session | o
en un curso de contrato/sitio asociado que termind en o antes del 13 de marzo, no es
elegible para el desembolso de primavera)

e Haber estado inscrito en al menos un curso de verano
